NOTICE OF  RACE 

1. Rules 
 
 The regatta will be governed by the ISAF Racing Rules of Sailing 2005-2008, the prescriptions and special 

regulations of Yachting Australia, the rules of the classes competing, (except as any of these are altered by the sailing 
instructions) and by the sailing instructions. 

 
2. Advertising 
 
 Advertising shall be in accordance with RRS 79. 
  
3. Eligibility Safety and Entry 
 

3.1 Entries shall be in writing on the Prescribed Entry Form and lodged with the Secretary of the Safety Beach 
Sailing Club not later than Midnight Friday 5th January 2007.      
          

3.2 Late Entries will be accepted on race day and a late fee may apply.             
        

3.3 The regatta is open to all boats in one of the following Divisions except that Keelboats may enter Division 3 
in addition to Division 1or 2 for an extra entry fee:

3.5 All yachts shall comply with the Yachting Australia Special Regulations Part 1 Section 2 Category 6 for 
Keelboats, Trailable Yachts, or Category 7 for Open Cockpit Fixed Keel Yachts, or Part 2 as it applies for 
Off The Beach Yachts including Flying Fifteens.

The Prescribed entry fee for yachts in Divisions 1 to 6 shall be $30.00, and for all other Divisions, $20.

 The Low Point scoring system as described in Appendix A.2 will apply modified in that all results shall count in the

A Temporary Licence is granted by the Martha Cove Body Corporate No. 1 PS435310J (Martha Cove Body 
Corporate) for: 
 
_______________________________________________________  (Boat Owner)

to enter and use the Waterway, pontoons, boardwalk and temporary accesses at Martha Cove (Berth 
Access) on the following basis: 
 
1. Entry and use of the Berth Access is entirely at the Berth Owner’s risk. The Martha Cove Body 

Corporate will not be responsible for any damage or personal injury that may occur as a result of 
entering or using the Berth Access. 

2. That the Boat Owner acknowledges he has received and read a Martha Cove Induction package. 
3. That the Boat Owner will be responsible for the actions of his crew. 
4. All Body Corporate Rules (which are available in the Induction Package) must be adhered to, 

particularly the requirement for each Vessel to be insured by the Owner. 
5. All conditions of the Environmental Management Plan – Operations (which is available in the Induction 

Package) must be adhered to including the requirement that no solids or liquids are to be discharged 
into the Waterway, particularly the contents of holding tanks. 

6. That any person entering the Waterway acknowledges that: 
a. the Waterway may be subject to construction activity, 
b. water and electricity may not be available at the pontoons, 
c. full security is not yet available. This includes CCTV surveillance, foot and boat patrols and 

locked gates at each entry to the pontoon structures, 
d. that refueling facilities are not yet available. 

7. Anchoring of Vessels and fishing within the Waterway is strictly prohibited. 
8. Access to Berth lots will only be available via the Boardwalks. Access to the South Boardwalk will be 

available through a temporary walkway from the corner of Dromana Parade and Evans Street. Access 
to the Northern Boardwalk will be available at the Western end beside the Security hut [See attached 
plan]. 

9. That a signed copy acknowledging the above is lodged with Martha Cove Management Services 
(whose details appear above) before entry will be permitted.  

10. This Licence can be terminated at any time for safety reasons or if the Berth Owner breaches the Body 
Corporate Rules or the Environmental Management Plan – Operations.
